	Description of content: 1. The notified text amends Agriculture and Livestock Service Resolution 2.458 of 2013 establishing phytosanitary requirements for the importation into Chile of fresh stone fruit from the State of California in the United States of America, by:
2. removing the following sentence from point 2.1: "The consignment has undergone phytosanitary treatment for the control of Drosophila suzukii (Dip.: Drosophilidae)";
3. removing the following sentence from point 2.2 entitled "For fresh cherries": "The consignment has undergone phytosanitary treatment for the control of Drosophila suzukii (Dip.: Drosophilidae)";
4. replacing point 3 by "For fresh peaches, nectarines, Japanese plums, European plums, apricots and cherries, fumigation treatment using methyl bromide for Epiphyas postvittana (Lep.: Tortricidae) will be accepted, and must be carried out at the place of origin or the destination. The specifications regarding the treatment must be indicated in the corresponding section of the phytosanitary certificate:
