	Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reasons for urgent action: In 2019, the presence of Opogona sacchari (Lepidoptera: Tineidae), which is a major quarantine pest for Chile, was detected in shipments of corn plants (Dracaena fragans massangeana), parlour plants (Chamaedorea elegans, syn. Neanthe bella) and miniature date palms (Phoenix roebelenii).
Through the tracing of the shipments, the presence of Opogona sacchari (Lepidoptera: Tineidae) was detected in plants imported from Costa Rica, covered by phytosanitary certificates No. 6271154-1 of October 2018 and No. 6334457-1 of April 2019, which did not indicate the registration number issued by the official body.
According to the information concerning the shipments identified in the previous paragraph, it is not possible to identify the production site from which the plants for planting originated.
The import records show that ornamental species from Costa Rica are imported on a regular basis, which increases the risk of the pest being introduced.
