· The emergency and provisional suspension of the entry into Chile of fresh mangoes (Mangifera indica) produced in and coming from Peru until the Agriculture and Livestock Service (SAG) conducts an on-site audit of the process of exporting these fruits from Peru to Chile, updates the Pest Risk Analysis for fresh mangoes (Mangifera indica) coming from Peru and establishes, together with the National Plant Protection Organization of Peru, the phytosanitary measures needed to prevent the entry of quarantine pests;
· Shipments of fresh mangoes (Mangifera indica) coming from Peru that have a certification dated prior to the publication in the Official Journal of Exempt Resolution No. 1242/2022 shall be exempt from this suspension.

	Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reasons for urgent action: In January 2022, SAG officially notified the National Agrarian Health Service (SENASA) that in two shipments of fresh mangoes (Mangifera indica) coming from Peru, the presence of live insects - Selenaspidus articulatus, a quarantine pest for Chile, and Mycetaspis personata (Comst), an alien pest for Chile - had been detected during the phytosanitary inspection carried out at points of entry into Chile.
In early February 2022, SAG informed SENASA that, if new shipments of mangoes containing live quarantine pests were detected, it would close the market to protect Chile's phytosanitary resources.
Subsequent to the above, the presence of live Selenaspidus articulatus insects, a quarantine pest for Chile, was again detected in two shipments of fresh mangoes (Mangifera indica) coming from Peru during the phytosanitary inspection conducted at points of entry.
