	Description of content: Resolution No. 60469 of 17 January 2020 establishes sanitary measures to be implemented at ports, airports and border control points to prevent the introduction and spread of African swine fever in Colombian territory. It applies to all natural persons - travellers, passengers or crew members - bringing pork products into Colombia for human consumption, as well as to businesses, entities and other actors, including international courier services, that are directly or indirectly involved in this process.

	Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reasons for urgent action:
For Colombia (ICA), it is important to prevent the risk of African swine fever being introduced into national territory as a precautionary measure aimed at maintaining the country's health status and preventing the introduction of exotic diseases that could affect swine production.
The World Organisation for Animal Health (OIE) has reported the presence of African swine fever (ASF) in the Asian countries of China, Mongolia, Laos, Cambodia, Taiwan, Viet Nam, South Korea, North Korea, Myanmar, the Philippines and Timor-Leste, as well as in Africa in the Republics of Chad, Zimbabwe, South Africa, Kenya and Côte d'Ivoire, and in Europe in Romania, Belgium, Hungary, Latvia, Poland, Ukraine, Bulgaria, Russia, Moldova, Slovakia and Serbia. This situation poses a risk to agricultural production in Colombia and the Americas on account of the possibility of contaminated materials entering from those countries.
International studies show that the greatest risk in terms of the introduction of the African swine fever virus lies with international travellers entering countries at ports and airports with contaminated pork and pork by-products in their luggage. International courier service shipments of this type of product also constitute a risk in terms of the virus entering a country.
An emergency measure is therefore needed to prevent the introduction of the African swine fever virus via the channels mentioned above, which is why the Colombian health authority is required to take steps to establish procedures to reduce the animal health risk to the country in a manner consistent with the Agreement on Sanitary and Phytosanitary Measures.
