	[bookmark: sps6a]Description of content: The Declaration of special measures for the commercial import of certain animals from Belarus, Poland, Romania and Ukraine temporarily suspends the commercial import of dogs, cats and ferrets originating from or dispatched from Belarus, Poland, Romania and Ukraine. The first Declaration commenced on 14 April to 14 May in England and Scotland, and from 27 April to 15 May in Wales. The second Declaration will commence from 14 May to 9 July in England, Scotland and Wales. The declarations do not apply in relation to the non-commercial movement of pet animals.

	[bookmark: sps8a]Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reason for urgent action: The ongoing situation in Ukraine has led to an unprecedented situation with the movement of pets across fluid borders. This has in turn exacerbated the serious animal and human health risks posed by rabies, and cases of non-compliant and suspected non-compliant animals being imported into Great Britain. Urgent action has been taken to manage these risks.
Ukraine is an 'unlisted' third country for the purposes of pet movements, and rabies is endemic. Rabies is still present in Poland, Belarus and Romania, therefore with fluid borders and temporary issues with official controls and suspension of normal compliance checks, this has created an increased risk to human and animal health. Therefore, in order to maintain the UK's appropriate level of protection, the decision to temporarily suspend the commercial movements of dogs, cats and ferrets if they originate from or have been dispatched from Belarus, Poland, Romania or Ukraine was enacted on 14 April 2022 in England (15 April 2022 in Scotland), (27 April 2022 in Wales). A further Declaration covering the same temporary suspension on commercial movements of dogs, cats and ferrets originating from or dispatched from Belarus, Poland, Romania or Ukraine was introduced on 14 May to 9 July. This temporary suspension does not extend to non‑commercial pet animals from the listed countries.
