	[bookmark: sps8a]Nature of the urgent problem(s) and reason for urgent action: Chronic wasting disease (CWD) is a transmissible spongiform encephalopathy (TSE) which affects cervids (deer, reindeer, moose and elk). As CWD in cervids is highly contagious and fatal, its introduction into the United Kingdom could have significant consequences for wild deer populations and the deer farming industry. There is no evidence at present that the CWD agent causes infection in other animals or in humans, but the zoonotic risk remains poorly understood. These measures are therefore required to mitigate the animal health risk posed by CWD to the UK deer population and the unknown but potential risk to human health.
