· Until the Import Health Requirements on Animal Protein for animal feed (tentative name) is enacted in order to secure safety of imported porcine blood powder from the ASF affected countries, MAFRA imposes an administrative order that a temporary suspension of imports of porcine blood powder (including pig plasma powder) from the ASF affected countries as of 10 October 2019 (local time 12 A.M.);
