[bookmark: bmkNotifiedDocumentTitle]Description: The proposed Regulations notified in G/TBT/N/CAN/647 (dated 29 June 2021) were adopted and published on 20 July 2022 as the Regulations Amending the Food and Drug Regulations (Supplemented Foods).
Amendments have also been made to the Cannabis Regulations to maintain the prohibition on the use of supplemental foods as ingredients to produce edible cannabis. Previously, the Cannabis Regulations prohibited foods that are described in Temporary Marketing Authorizations (TMAs) from being used as ingredients to produce edible cannabis. Given that TMAs will no longer be used to regulate such foods, minor consequential amendments were made to the Cannabis Regulations to maintain the prohibition on the use of supplemental foods as ingredients to produce edible cannabis.
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
