	Description of content: The notified draft Ministerial Order establishes the end-of-waste criteria for certain plastic waste that is treated mechanically. Meeting those criteria means this plastic waste is treated as a product and not as waste.
The technical criteria are based on the document, published in 2014, prepared by the Joint Research Centre at the request of the European Commission.
The regulation defines which plastic waste is accepted, the necessary mechanical treatments, the quality criteria to be met by the resulting material following the recovery operation and the procedure for verifying compliance with the criteria through management systems.
This regulation covers mechanical treatments only and not others, such as chemical treatments, that can be carried out on the same waste flows.

	Objective and rationale, including the nature of urgent problems where applicable: The purpose of the draft order is to establish the conditions under which certain, suitably-treated waste can cease to be considered waste.
It will provide direct environmental benefits to the extent that it encourages the separate collection of this type of waste in greater volumes, the implementation of better treatments and better quality control of the recovered raw materials; environmental protection
