Description: The instrument makes it an offence to manufacture plastic-stemmed cotton buds. It also makes it an offence to supply, offer to supply or have in possession for supply plastic stemmed cotton buds. The aim of the instrument is to protect our marine environment from plastic pollution. Scotland was the first UK administration to take action on these products and since then the UK Government has introduced regulations with The Environmental Protection (Plastic Straws, Cotton Buds and Stirrers) (England) Regulations 2020 (legislation.gov.uk).  The EU has also committed to similar measures through annex 5 of the EU Single-Use Plastic (SUP) Directive (Directive (EU) 2019/904), with an expectation that member states implement bans on plastic-stemmed cotton buds by 3 July 2021.
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
